Whilst some brands, such as Toll in2store, Toll IPEC and NQX, are well known and
respected as individual brands, the wide range of brands representative of Toll can send
a confusing message to customers as an entire Group. To address the confusion which
our brand complexity causes, Toll has decided to modernise the Toll brand by bringing
together all parts of our business.

For Toll in2store and Toll Chemical Logistics this means not only a new logo and brand;
it also means a new name.

As a service of Toll Global Logistics Division, Customised Solutions is Australia’s most
flexible and specialised warehousing partner, providing customised and category specific
warehousing and distribution. We may have changed our name but we are still committed
to offering flexible commercial partnerships, excellence in facilities management and lead
logistics management in supply chain solutions.

What this change means for our employees?
We may have changed our name; however our business structure remains the same.

Uniforms: We will be replacing all branded uniforms over our transitional period to the
“Toll” brand, will be a gradual process. Once replaced, it will be expected that we all dress
as “One Toll”.

Customer Communications: An extensive plan is currently being coordinated to
communicate to our customers our new name change. This will involve a campaign of
letters, emails, promotional merchandise and advertising across the industry.

Website & Stationery: The rebranded website and office stationery will be rolled out
immediately, including business cards and instruction on the change to your email
signature (if applicable).

Signage: Signage for all offices and sites and fleet vehicles will be changing over a more
gradual period.

What does ‘Customised Solutions’ mean?

Customised Solutions represents the abilities of Toll in2store and Toll Chemical Logistics
to offer complex and specialised warehousing & distribution solutions to customers.

How does this affect me?
The rebranding process will have no effect on your employment, and is the part we play in
Toll in2store and Toll Chemical Logistics integration into the broader Toll brand.

How long will the rebranding take?

Our initial rebranding plan is approximately six months, however it is expected that some
vehicles and site signs may take longer to replace.
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Toll announces supply chain partnership with Adidas

With adidas outgrowing their current warehouses in Australia,
the sporting brand approached Toll for a customised and
consolidated  warehousing  solution.  Customised  Solution’s
expert design team consulted with the world's leading
automation suppliers and evaluated several options for an
intelligent and flexible solution to service adidas’ requirements.

Toll and adidas’ partnership will incorporate a 13,500 square
metre  purpose built national  distribution  centre, which
has already begun construction. Using a fully automated
logistics  solution, the warehouse will provide room for
growth to 2022, and is expected to go live in October 2012.

The Truganina facility will be an Australian pioneer in warehouse
technologies, providing a showcase of the first Multi-Shuttle and
1:1 high rate Goods to Person (GTP) station technology in Australia.

The automated solution has been designed for storage and
despatch of millions of units of adidas’ range of products per annum.

Customised Solutions Divisional General Manager Chris Pearce
commented: “Through working with adidas during contract
negotiations, we believe that our cultural values are optimally aligned
and will allow for future growth for both adidas and Toll Global Logistics.
We are excited about providing an ‘Australian first’ logistical solution
to adidas, which will provide a benchmark for the entire industry.”

“Toll Group’s relationship with adidas continues to strengthen,
and through this partnership Toll will provide all the benefits of
a single supply chain partner to adidas, combining the services
already utilised at Toll IPEC. This partnership demonstrates Toll’s
commitment to providing excellence in Retail logistics sector.”

Newell Rubbermaid site to
open in January

Toll has broken ground at the new Newell Rubbermaid facility in
Altona, a 17,500 sgm distribution centre in Australand’s Access
Altona industrial estate.

Newell Rubbermaid is a global marketer of consumer and
commercial products. Their products and brands include IRWIN
and LENOX Tools, Shur-Line painting tools, Papermate, Parker &
Waterman pens, Dymo labellers and Rubbermaid Commercial &
Consumer products.

The Altona site is being purpose built for Newell Rubbermaid by Toll
Global Logistics, and provides a supply chain solution to consolidate
all three of Newell Rubbermaid’s existing Melbourne based DC’s into
a customised facility. The facility provides an opportunity for all three
divisions of the brand’s office, hardware and home products to form
a united distribution point.

The official ‘Sod Turning’ ceremony at the site involved several
distinguished guests, including Hobsons Bay Mayor Michael Raffoul,
developers Australand, Newell Rubbermaid and members of Toll
Property.

Currently under construction, the Newell Rubbermaid distribution
centre will go live in January 2012, and is expected to dispatch
hundreds of thousands of cartons per annum.
